The 2010 edition is this same book, with 2/3 the

1998 version cut out, and with the remaining 1/3 "updated". However, this update seems to have

resulted in less than 5% of the content changing.

At 140 pages, this book needs a bit more sectioning in the table of contents and deserves an index.

With both of these being defunct, this book is not the easiest to navigate.3. If you own first edition,

not worth the upgrade - There is no new material, 95% of the content is the same from the 1st

edition and the few changes are cosmetic.Final Recommendation5 out of 5 Stars.
