For six days they lived off coconuts and kept out of sight of passing

Japanese patrols until they were rescued.Drawing on new information from the American rescuers

and recently released archives in both Japan and the United States, PT-109 recounts this event in

breathtaking detail and explores the incident's remarkable aftermath on JFK's life and legend.

William Doyle reveals that, while the incident transformed JFK into a "war hero" and helped propel

him to the US Senate and the White House, the wounds he suffered during that harrowing week

continued to haunt him physically and psychologically.
