Hers is insightful, probing, thoughtful

and prosaic. Similarly her writing about Justice Bertha Wilson brings to life a truly remarkable

woman who forged a trail in law that broke many a glass ceiling. The chapter on Elijah Harper

provides the best explanation of the case aboriginals have for a fundamental reform from how we

have treated them the past. If I had to pick one book to give this Christmas this is it.
