I had been working on my darn lit review for a few months, spinning my wheels and not knowing

exactly what to write. This book takes you from the beginning and the title says it best

"step-by-step". The first chapter talks about what is a lit review and many different examples of

published lit reviews from dissertations.

I am torn on how I ultimately feel about this book because it was required for a class in a PhD

program. The book itself is not one that I would have normally purchased because a lot of the

information is taught or easily accessible in other resources. However, since it is required for the

course we have to read it out of order which might be why I felt that it was a waste of the book.The

book is published outside of the US and refers to sites or resources that are not ones that would

normally be referenced in a US based course. Obviously, this also means that some words are

spelled different and may be used in a context that someone from the US may not recognize. If you

have never had to "review" literature then this is a great book to have. If, however, you have already

had a few classes that required reviews and have covered it extensively, then this is not the best

book for you.There are also some parts in this that are rather vague and could have been expanded

on a little more. As an overview, though, they cover a lot and this book is a good beginner book.
