While | thought this was more of technique tutorials, this book didn’t disappoint. The first 4 pages
lists tools of the trade and what they are used for. Next is a section Tim refers to as "artful thoughts".
Basically, this is a section that gets your creative juices flowing. Use your imagination to add
unexpected items to your projects such as spinners, plates, gears, clasps, link chains, foliage and
much more. Ample samples are provided to get you started. Next comes 36 wonderful pages of
technical 1 page tutorials. This is fantastic for a newbie scrapbooker and more! He ends with the 7
pages of sample work. This ranges from tags to frames to book covers to jewelry. You have

unlimited possibilities! Overall, in my opinion, really good book for the beginner.
