He runs the office of the anger management counselor that helped him
get his life back on track and volunteers as a big brother at a local youth center. His life is ordered,
controlled, and for reasons he’s not willing to admit to anyone, he’s a confirmed bachelor, and
determined to stay that way....Until Grace comes along.Grace Covington is his exact opposite.
Though born and raised in the high society of the New York elite, she’s determined to break free
and stand on her own feet, Trusting God to help her make her way on her own merit, she moves
states away, refusing to rely on her parents money or influence.
