The bookÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s first chapter describes how food

and health have always directly correlated throughout history. Although this is true the profession of

dietetics has progressed rapidly in the past 100 years. I liked that the book used evidence of

prenatal dietary prescription from the bible. The book shows you a profile of a professional including

their background and answers many of the questions that may arise. It also includes suggested

activities, selected websites, suggested readings, and references that I have found to be very

helpful.This book is very easy to read, it is as if the author is in your head. Once a question arises

after reading a section it seems that it is the title or theme of the next section. So therefore your

questions are answered immediately.
