This well crafted romance deals with some issues you don’'t normally see in teen romance. The
author painted a poignant picture of what it’s like having all the pressure of being a politician’s
daughter. The issues of drug use and how our society too quickly judges people are also dealt with
in a thoughtful way, and | really enjoyed how the author at the end of the book talks about the ways
her personal experience of burnout and overwork contributed to the overall theme of Taylor’s story.
This book was refreshingly real in how there is a bittersweet side to the ending too. Yes, the end is a
happy one - Taylor ends up with a great guy...but she also has to live with some of the mistakes
she’s made, and not all of those consequences can be undone or forgotten. Overall, | highly
recommend this book. One final note: it’s nice to see a romance where two childhood friends
eventually become so much more...my heart just about melted as | saw their relationship develop.
