Blue for the questions I 100% knew, green for the

questions that I got with a little intuition (guessing not allowed), and yellow for the questions I did not

understand. Each question in the pool has the section and page number listed making it easy to

refer back to the section for further study. I went through all of my "greens" and then the "yellows"

reading the relevant sections. Using this process with a clean copy of the pool questions I got to

mostly "blue" and a couple of "greens"...and easily passed the three test. I also took the practice

tests on the ARRL and the AA9PW dot com web sites.

Exactly the book I needed! I studdied for my Technician and General license all at once and passed

both tests the first time after reading both books cover to cover and then going back to study the

areas that covered the questions. I'm now studying for the Extra license, but being more technical, I

doubt I'll get it down in one month like the other books combined.

This book covers everything you need to master the General-class ham radio exam. Explanations

are clear, understandable, and make studying a breeze.

The full question pool is included in the back for easy studying, though I find using

online ham exam "flash card" or "practice exam" sites to be more effective practice than just reading

the question pool.The book's focus is on preparing you for the exam and so it doesn't delve into as

much technical detail as, say, the ARRL Antenna Book, or other technical reference books.
